During its June meeting, the Rotary 

International Board of Directors 

adopted a new membership slogan, 

"Each Rotarian: Reach One, Keep 

One ." The slogan emphasizes the im-

portance of both recruitment and re-

tention in sustaining and increasing 

membership.   

To support this strategy, RI adminis-

ters a web-based program designed to 

assist clubs and districts with identify-

ing prospective members and to place 

relocating or former Rotarians in new 

clubs. Every Rotarian can directly 

support Rotary's membership growth 

and retention by using the member-

ship referral and Ro-

tarian relocation 

forms.     

The membership re-

ferral form is for Ro-

tarians wishing to rec-

ommend a qualified 

friend, family mem-

ber, or business asso-

ciate as a potential 

candidate for mem-

bership in a Rotary 

club other than their 

own.    

Rotarians who are 

moving or have 

moved and can't re-

main in their current 

club can submit the relocation form to 

learn more about clubs in their new 

area. Club secretaries and other club 

members should remind relocating 

club members to complete the form to 

request assistance becoming ac-

quainted with clubs in their destina-

tion city. 

Once the forms are submitted, RI staff 

reviews them and sends valid, com-

plete forms to district governors and/

or district membership chairs for 

evaluation and further action. Poten-

tial members are either directly con-

tacted by district governors or district 

membership chairs or referred to the 

appropriate club president for follow 

up. Rotarians have been enthusiastic 

about leads from the program.  ... 

Help Rotarians learn about RI's mem-

bership program by placing a banner 

ad on your club or district's website or 

blog. These ads direct 

prospective members, 

relocating Rotarians, 

and current members 

to the appropriate 

form on RI's website. 

Don't let great candi-

dates for membership 

pass you by.

Skaneateles Early Act Winter 
carnival nets more than $800 
for charitable Service Projects 

locally, internationally

Fifth-Grade Service project earmarks 

$250 for Haiti Relief Efforts  

Fifth-Graders at State Street Elemen-

tary School raised more than $800 for 

charitable causes at Winterfest 2010. 

About 30 fifth grade students in 

Skaneateles teacher Kelley McQuig-

ganôs Early Act Project coordinated 

the Winter Carnival during Winterfest 

to offer activities for elementary-age 

children to raise funds for charitable 

service projects. The students partici-

pated in all aspects of the coordination 

of the event. Beginning in September, 

the students learned about Rotary In-

ternational and the concept of provid-

ing service locally, nationally and in-

ternationally. The students then met 

weekly to discuss designing and 

building the carnival games, deter-

mined pricing packages and created 

all of the publicity for the Carnival! 

The students also worked with the 

Skaneateles Sunrise Rotary Club to 

identify and select service projects to 

support with the money they would 

raise. 

This year the students offered more 

than ten (10) games in the State Street 

School cafetorium. In addition to the 

carnival games, the students offered 

Roller Skating by Reva Rollerdome in 

the State Street School gymnasium. 

The Skaneateles Elementary Parent 

Teacher Club offered refreshments to 

roller skaters and provided additional 

support to the event. Outside, the stu-

dents offered Siberian Husky Dog 

Sled rides by Fantasy Forest Kennels 

of Cortland, NY and horse rides by 

OôBrien Farm & Stables of Moravia, 

NY. 

The studentsô hard work paid off as 

the State Street School carnival raised 

$818 for charitable causes. After 

lengthy discussions, the students de-

cided to distribute as follows: $318 to 

the Skaneateles Milfoil Eradication 

Project; $150 to End Polio Now, an 

effort of Rotary International to rid 

the world of the crippling disease; 

$100 to Mission of Miracles mission 

to provide dental and medical treat-

ment to communities in El Salvador; 

and $250 to support relief efforts in 

the earthquake-stricken Haiti. 

The Skaneateles Sunrise Rotary Club 

was chartered in 2003 offering the 

Town of Skaneateles a second oppor-

tunity to serve the community through 

Rotaryôs ideal of Service Above Self.

We only have four more months to go 

within this Rotary year. I would like 

to see our District go over the 

$100,000 figure by June 30 of this 

year. We need to raise $21,267 with 

hopes of surpassing this total. We will 

need the help of all of our clubs if we 

are to reach this total. 

Let me tell you a success story of 

what the Rome Rotary Club did in the 

month of January. The Polio Chair-

man from Rome contacted the super-

intendent of Romeôs schools and 

asked if Rotary could repeat the 

ñPennies for Polioò program done last 

year. She requested that the campaign 

begin on January 1 and end on Janu-

ary 30, the Birthday of our 32nd Presi-

The local 

newspaper will do a story on this and 

there will also be a photoshoot done at 

the meeting. 

We need to be imaginative in our ap-

proach and ñDare to Dreamò of what 

you would like to do in raising money 

for polio. It works!
