Haiti Races to House
Quake Homeless Before
Rainy Season fi Rotary

As this disaster-stricken country
struggles from emergency to transi-
tional housing, there is a need for
40,000 dwellings for 200,000 people
currently in flood- or mudslide-prone
areas or in the most congested tent
cities. Already, rains have drenched
people in makeshift tents, and homes
have slid down hillsides. Most people
crammed into overcrowded temporary
camps are huddled under bed sheets
strung between poles or sticks, barely
enough to block out the sun, but use-
less against torrential downpours of
Haiti's rainy season. CARE in Haiti
reports: AAcut e
is rising, because they are sleeping on
the bare ground, and they get damp at
dawn from the dew. Drainage will be
the next issue, partly because of ex-
crement near the sites, and partly be-
cause they'll have rivers running
through their shelters.”

Tents might seem to be the logical
solution; however, there simply isn't
enough room in downtown Port-au-
Prince's limited public spaces. The
shelters that have sprung up after the
quake are sandwiched in one next to
the other. A typical family tent has a
floor space of 16 square meters,
which is four times as much space as
people are currently squatting on in
the urban areas."” Sanitation is the
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other half of the ongoing crisis in post
-quake Haiti. "We're still fighting the
latrine battle in the sanitation war, but
we've started the second line of de-
fense, which is going into the camps
and removing the excrement that is
piling up. It's not pretty, but it needs
to be done. Our biggest fear at this
point is the outbreak of disease. It's
one thing to see half your family die
in an quake, but it's another to watch
the other half die slowly from diar-
rhea. It's more than any flesh and
blood can bear."

Despite the challenges, great progress
has been made by the Haitian people
and humanitarian community to assist
the nearly three million people af-
fected by the earthquake. To date,
hundreds of thousands of people have
been reached with food, safe drinking

I was invited to speak to members of
the Tully Interact Rotary Club about
polio and also to accept their check
for $1,000 for polio. | was told that

they raised this amount of money on
the evening of Halloween. The check
was presented to me by their Presi-
dent, 17-year-old senior, Erik Sipfle,
who also will be spending a year in
Australia as an exchange student from
our District. Rotarian Susan Thomas
has done a remarkable job as the coor-
dinator for the group and it showed.

On March 6, a campaign was kicked
off where over 4,000 volunteers and
health workers took part in the cam-
paign to immunize more than 85 mil-
lion children under five-years old in
19 countries across West and Central
Africa. This campaign was a massive
example of cross border cooperation
aimed at stopping a year-long polio
epidemic.

This was made possible by US $30
million in extraordinary funding re-
leased by Rotary International in a
major partner in the global effort to
stop polio.

Eastwood Rotary Club Achieves
30 years at the Carrier Dome

Probably the best kept secret in the
District is the project that probably
has raised more money in District
7150 than any project on a continuing
basis. In 1978 we became involved
with sporting events at Manley Field
house with the hope that when the
Carrier Dome would be built that we
would be invited to bring Rotary into
it.

In Sept. 1980 the Dome opened and
Eastwood was there. In a few weeks
when the NCAA brings the tourna-
ment to the Dome for the Sweet 16
and the Elite 8, it will conclude an-
other great year.

At first in the early years, Eastwood
members, their wives, husbands and
friends of Eastwood Rotary worked
every football and basketball game,
some lacrosse, and
every concert that
came to the Dome.
As our members
increased in age, it
began to get harder
to fill the needs of
24 people and two
captains for each
event. We looked
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to other Rotary Clubs for help which
included: Baldwinsville, Tully, Inner-
City and probably more. For the last
few years Marcellus and Eastwood
Neighbors Assoc. has given us help.
Chittenango has poured beer for us at
each event for many years. Funds
raised are evenly split among the
groups.

We can say for sure we have raised at
least a quarter of a million dollars and
could be closer to $400,000. Working
at the Carrier Dome as allowed us in
recent years to donate $35,000 to the
Golisano Children's Hospital and
$25,000 to Ronald McDonald House
for their new building. Other big
amounts have gone to the CNY food
pantry each year and many smaller
donations as needed.

Eastwood Rotary by far, is the longest
non-profit group operating at the
Dome. The management of the Dining
Services group who operates all the
stands gave us a huge party after 25
years, replete with new aprons and
caps with Eastwood printed on them
and a plaque which hangs above the
door of stand 131 and 136. Many peo-
ple come from all parts of the Dome
to get service at our stand. We make
pizza from scratch, put nachos in
trays, salt and bake pretzels. Noon
games will find us hard at work at
8:30 AM.
