Could — Two years ago, a Skaneate-
les Rotarian visited South Africa in
support of an Adult Literacy project
our district clubs have supported in
the past.

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He ran across a book project in Johan-
nesburg, SA, which could use some
more children's books. This project
seed was brought back and the Inter-
act Clubs of Skaneateles and Tully
pickup ran with the ball; found, sorted
and packed a number of pallets of
books. From out of these initial ef-
forts, grew the D7150 Books for the
World project that now includes 38 of
our clubs, two adjoining districts and
numerous other community organiza-
tions and firms. It has become known
as the CNY Rotarian Books for the
World, since it has expanded beyond
our district boundaries.

From the beginning of the BFTW pro-
ject 18 months ago, the Rotarians, In-
teractors, and others have found,
sorted, packed and shipped an as-
tounding 90+ pallets of 2,230 cartons,
or 82 tons of gently used and new
books to the Southern regions of Af-
rica and beyond. In just the past
month, two 53' semi-loads have de-
parted on their first leg of their jour-
ney to thousands of children in need.
These efforts have been supported by
numerous businesses and transporta-
tion professionals in the region
through their generous gifts of ware-
house space, transport, and advice.

The virus is most closely related
to viruses originating in Uttar
Pradesh, India. Tajiistan began its
emergency outbreak response on May
1; with NIDs immunizing 1.1 million
children under six. Further immuniza-
tion rounds will be held from May 17
and June 1. The government has un-
dertaken a massive communication
campaign, including full media cover-
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age and social mobilization with sup-
port from UNICEF, which organized
a media workshop for local journalists
in Dushanb.

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Overview of RI's Leadership Structure
From www.rotary.org

Clubs — Rotarians are members of
more than 32,000 Rotary clubs, which
belong to the global association of Ro-
tary International (RI). Each club elects
its own officers and enjoys considerable
autonomy within the framework of Ro-
tary’s constitution and bylaws.

Districts — Clubs are grouped into
approximately 530 RI districts, each led
by a district governor, who is an RI of-
ficer and leads about 50 clubs. The dis-
trict administration, including assistant
governors and various committees,
guides and supports the clubs.

The RI Boards — The 19-member RI
Board of Directors, which includes the
RI president and president-elect, meets
quarterly to establish policies.

The Secretariat — RI is headquartered
in Evanston, Illinois, USA, with seven
international offices in Argentina, Aus-
tralia, Brazil, India, Japan, Korea, and
Switzerland. The office of Rotary Inter-
national in Great Britain and Ireland
(RIBI), located in England, serves clubs

and districts in that region.

The Secretariat’s active managing
officer is the general secretary, who
heads a 650-member staff working to
serve Rotarians worldwide.

Council on Legislation — The Council
on Legislation, Rotary’s “parliament,”
meets every three years to deliberate
and act upon all proposed enactments
and resolutions submitted by clubs, dis-
trict conferences, the RIBI Conference
or General Council, and the RI Board.
The Council itself also makes propos-
als.

The Trustees of The Rotary Founda-
tion — The 15 directors of The Rotary
Foundation are appointed by the RI
president, with the agreement of the RI
Board. The Trustees manage all busi-
ness of the Foundation. Each trustee is
appointed to a four-year term.
