 .Elsewhere in this edition of Credo there is an article about the combined Foundation/Membership seminar. I 
would encourage every club to send at least one representative to both of these seminars. We have some 
incredible speakers and leaders coming in for them and your club members who attend will come away 
enthusiastic and better informed.

There is no plenary or 
other session that lasts longer than 2 ½ hours. We only have only one primary speaker scheduled at each 
session. The only processional we will have is the always-special Youth Exchange procession of nations and 
flags.

Mr. Balachandran is based at WHO-HQ in Geneva, Switzerland and holds the position of "Interagency 
Coordinator" of the Polio Advocacy Group (PAG) - a unique public-private partnership between the WHO, 
Rotary International, the US Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), and UNICEF.  He is 
responsible for developing and coordinating global political advocacy strategies and resource mobilization 
efforts of all the partners to ensure that there is strong global political commitment and that necessary 
financial resources are raised to rid the world of polio once and for all.  He works closely with the senior staff 
from all the partner agencies, including Rotary International, throughout the world.  The Polio Advocacy 
Group has jointly raised more than $500 million in the last two years for global polio eradication activities, and 
has been instrumental in ensuring that key political groups like the G8, the African Union, the European 
Union, and the Organization of the Islamic Conference have all strongly supported polio eradication and 
placed it high on their agenda.

Prior to joining the UN, Mr. Balachandran was a Director at Conflict 
Management Group, an international non-profit organization associated 
with Harvard Law School that provided strategy and training for 
international negotiations and conflict resolution.
